Create, Compete, Collaborate (CCC) is the South East’s principal objective for 2012 relating to children and young people. The Global Magnets are a starting point for many new and important conversations about ‘joining up young ideas and new experiences around the world’. Through the ambition we are confident that we will help to create a legacy of young people with broadened horizons, new skills and enhanced global awareness and connectedness.
